The Task

Layout your newsletter in a minimum 3-4 pages on 8.5" X 11" paper, two columns per page with ½ inch margins (top, bottom and sides), include pictures, clipart, etc.  This should all be typed using a word processor, such as Microsoft Word.

The Process
 
Your newsletter should include the following sections:
 
· 1.   Introduction   - Biographical background about you - Who are you?  Where were you born?  Who are your parents?  What do you like to do?  What does your name mean?  Write your name in Hieroglyphics. 
· 2.  List events in history that took place on your birthday.  Research one of these events and write about its importance to you and/or the world.
· 3.   List other important/famous people born on your birthday.  Research one of these individuals and write a brief description of their life and what you found interesting about him or her.  Use a picture if available.
· 4.  During the year of your birth:  list academy award winners, who was president and vice president, popular music / movies / TV shows, average prices of items (i.e. house, car, gas, milk, bread, stamp, etc.).  Include anything else you find of interest that happened during that year.
· 5.    Identify some of the special holidays and/or designated observances held during your birth month.
· 6.  Obituaries - List individuals that passed away on your birthday.  Research one of these individuals and write a brief description of their life and what you found interesting about him or her.
· 7.   Include any other information you found interesting related to your birthday, birth year and/or birth month.
